DESCRIPTION:  Finished size 40” X 50” (crib size or small throw)  Quick as a “New York 
Minute”!  You can make this quilt in time for that last minute gift.  Have fun putting it 
together in contemporary or traditional fabrics. 
 
SUPPLY LIST:   

Fabrics 
½ yd. yd of light background 
5/8 yd. of medium background with a stripe or stripe effect 
¼ yd. of dark fabric for the star points 
¼ yd. of fabric for star points, (fat quarters may be used) 
¼ yd. of four different focus fabrics (fat quarters may e used) 
½ yd. of four different coordinating fabrics (for outside border) 
½ yd. fabric for binding 
1 ¾ yd. for backing 
 
Tools/supplies 
Basic sewing and quilting supplies:  sewing machine, thread, scissors, pins, seam 
ripper etc.  cutting mat, quilter’s ruler (6” X 24”) and rotary cutter with a sharp 
blade.  Pencil or marking tool.
